Directions: 
 

• Parts of Hwy 23 (Church St.) and Main St. will be blocked for the festival. 

• Registration is in the Poultry Festival building, which is a tiny building on the corner of Bernard and 

College. There is also a volleyball tournament in this block, so look for the nets. 

 

From Lexington/Columbia: Take I-20 west to exit 44. Bear right off the exit ramp onto Pond Branch Rd. 
Continue to follow Pond Branch into Batesburg-Leesville. Go through the first stop sign (Hwy 1) and at the 
second stop sign (across the Rail Road tracks) make a left. Turn right onto Bernard St. at the Fire Station. 
 

From Greenville/Spartanburg: Take I-26 East towards Newberry. Then take 121 South to 76 East (There 
are actually 3 exits that will get you on 76 from I-26 in Newberry). Take 391 though Prosperity and continue to 
follow it into Batesburg-Leesville. Take a left on 245, and continue ahead to Trotter St. It will dead end on 
Bernard. 
 
There will be a road block on 23. You are allowed to go through it for the race. If there is a person 

stationed there, tell them you are here for the race. 

Do :OT park on College Ave. Parking is available in the fields on Bernard.
